Zelensky addresses Japan’s Parliament

On March 234, Ukraine’s President Zelenskyy made an (Donline speech to Japan’s parliament.
He has already [(#)make] virtual speeches to parliaments in Europe, Canada, and the U.S.
(2He first thanked Japan for its support. “Thank you for [(V*)help] us immediately. Japan is the

first Asian country that put pressure on Russia to restore peace. I urge you to continue to 3)do so.”
Then, Zelensky spoke about three possible dangers that Russia could bring to Ukraine and the world.
First, he said that Russia may attack nuclear power plants. There are four nuclear power plants in
Ukraine. The Chernobyl Station was already captured by Russian troops. (The Chernobyl Station is a
nuclear power plant where a disaster happened in 1986.)

Zelensky also said that Russia is preparing to use chemical weapons such as sarin. He said, “The
world should discuss how to react if Russia uses ®nuclear weapons.”

Why did Zelensky speak about three possible dangers to Japan? First, the world’s worst nuclear

accident happened in Fukushima in 2011. Second, Tokyo subway stations were attacked with sarin gas by
the members of Aum Shinrikyo cult in 1995. Fourteen people were killed and 6,000 were injured in the
accident. Lastly, Hiroshima and Nagasaki are the only two cities in the world that were attacked by atomic

bombs. Japan knows the terror of nuclear accident, sarin, and nuclear weapons.
