
How will Chat GPT change the world? 

１ Do you know ChatGPT? It is an AI chatbot app developed by OpenAI, a San Francisco-based startup  

that was founded in 2015, which aims to build “artificial general intelligence” or AGI, the software that is 

as smart as humans. The company launched ChatGPT on November 30th, 2022.  

２ ChatGPT is a natural language processing tool that enables you to have human-like conversations. It 

can answer questions and assist you with tasks such as composing emails, essays, and code. It is already 

used by more than 100 million people worldwide. 

３ Sam Altman, the CEO of OpenAI, visited Japan on Monday（April 10th）.  He met Prime Minister 

Fumio Kishida in Tokyo, as the risks of AI are expected to be discussed at the G7 Digital and Tech 

Ministers’ Meeting, which Japan will host on April 29th and 30th. 

４ Altman said, "We wanted to come here first. ①Japan has been an extremely exciting country for this 

whole wave of AI. It's also a country that has such geopolitical importance and a sort of strong democratic 

foundations." Altman also says he would like to open an office and expand services in Japan. 

５ In TV Tokyo’s interview, Altman said, “Japanese people are some of the greatest users of generative 

AI in the world. Their creativity is amazing, and the level of its usage is off the charts. We’ll make 

it(ChatGPT) much better in Japanese (language) over time.”

Pros and Cons of using ChatGPT 

５ ChatGPT can create natural texts as if they were written by a human. It has been rapidly catching on 

in Japan. It is expected to raise productivity through automatic text generation systems. The AI technology 

opens up various possibilities, depending on how it is used.  

６ However, there have also been concerns over its potential risks especially in Europe and the U.S.   

ChatGPT has possibilities to breach data privacy rules or spread misinformation. 

７ There are seven countries where ChatGPT has been banned by their governments. The countries are: 

China, Cuba, Iran, Italy, North Korea, Russia and Syria. Italy is the first Western country that banned 

ChatGPT. Italy’s data protection authority said OpenAI collects personal data unlawfully. 

８ On March 29th, Elon Musk and 1,000 other technology leaders including Apple co-founder Steve 

Wozniak announced ②an open letter, which asks all the AI laboratories to stop developing their products 

for at least six months.  "AI systems with human-competitive intelligence can pose profound risks to 

society and humanity. It could have catastrophic effects," the letter said. 

９ According to Goldman Sachs, up to 300 million full-time jobs could be lost around the world as a result 

of the introduction of ChatGPT and other AI tools. That’s as much as 18% of the global workforce. 

１０  In an interview with NHK, Altman said, "Most technologies have both tremendous upside and 

significant downside. I believe that these tools are going to enhance our creativity." He indicated that more 

regulations will be needed as AI becomes more developed.

Japanese universities restrict students’ use of ChatGPT 

11  There is growing concerns that ChatGPT will have ③a negative impact on education. Several 

Japanese universities have already taken action regarding students’ use of ChatGPT.  

12  Sophia University released its policy regarding “ChatGPT and other AI chatbots” to students and 

faculty on its official website on March 27th. “We will not permit the use of text, program source code, and 

calculation results generated by ChatGPT and other AI chatbots on any reports, essays and theses.   

If use is confirmed by detection tools, strict measures will be taken.” 

13  The University of Tokyo posted a statement on April 3rd, which says, “Reports must be created by 

students themselves. They must not be created solely with the help of AI.” 

14  At the entrance ceremony of Kyoto University, President Nagahiro Minato said, “AI-generated papers 

have many problems. Writing takes a great deal of energy, but it will strengthen your mentality and your 

ability to think.” 

15  According to Motohisa Kaneko, a specially appointed professor at the University of Tsukuba, who 

specializes in higher education, “It’s difficult to ensure that students are really not using AI, simply by 

prohibiting them from using it. Instructors will need to be more creative, such as giving students oral 

exams after having them submit reports.”
