１　Japan Fisheries Agency intends to add fin whales to its list of commercial whaling species, the Chief Cabinet Secretary Yoshimasa Hayashi announced on May 9th.  
[bookmark: _Hlk167102451]２　Japan currently catches three relatively minor species of whales: minke whales, Bryde’s whales and sei whales in ①its territorial waters and exclusive economic zones.  Last year, a total of 294 whales were caught in Japan.
[bookmark: _Hlk167103609]３　Fin whales are the second-largest species of whales, smaller than blue whales, the largest animals in the world.  The agency decided to add fin whales to the list after surveys confirmed there were plentiful stocks of them in the northern Pacific Ocean.
４　The agency will accept public opinions on the issue until June 5th.  It will then present its annual catch quota at a June meeting of the Fisheries Policy Council, and will make a formal decision in July.  
[bookmark: _Hlk167103846]５　Japan has been engaged in whaling since the Jomon(縄文) period(between 14,000 and 300 BC).  Chief Cabinet Secretary Hayashi says, “②It is important to inherit traditional food cultures in Japan."  In 1986, 
commercial whaling was banned by IWC(International Whaling Commission), an international body that regulates the commercial hunt of the marine mammals.  It is called a ③“hunting moratorium”, aiming at recovering the populations of endangered species and protect them from overhunting.  Japan left the IOC in 2019 and resumed the commercial whaling in the same year. 
[bookmark: _Hlk167103947]６　Today, the IWC has 88 member countries, of which 36 countries support whaling, and 50 are against whaling.  Commercial whaling continues to be conducted in Japan, Norway and Iceland. The three countries have hunted nearly 40,000 large whales since whaling was banned by IWC in 1986.

[bookmark: _Hlk167104250]１　Some communities in Japan have been hunting and eating whales for centuries.  Especially after World War Two, during the malnourished years from the late 1940s to the mid-1960s, the Japanese population was starving, and whale meat was the biggest and affordable source of protein, with annual consumption peaking at 233,000 tons in 1962.
２　In 1986, the IWC adopted a moratorium on commercial whaling due to concerns about declining whale numbers.  Japan followed suit and switched to whaling for "scientific research purposes" in 1988.  Japan left the IWC in 2019 and resumed commercial whaling, citing the recovery of whale numbers. 
[bookmark: _Hlk167104390]３　Most anti-whaling countries are opposed to whaling because they believe all whale species are endangered.  They also accuse whaling countries, saying that the methods used to hunt whales are cruel.
[bookmark: _Hlk167104428]４　However, whaling countries such as Japan, Norway, and Iceland are hunting plentiful whale species that are not endangered.  They also say that it is more ethical to hunt wild animals who have lived a free life than raising animals in captivity for food.

The Japanese have eaten whale meat and utilized whalebones, blubber and oil for more than 2000 years.
６　In 2021, whale meat consumption in Japan totaled just 1,000 tons, compared with 2.6 million tons for chicken and 1.27 million for beef, government data showed.  ③However, Japan does not think that other countries can tell them what they can and can't eat.
７　A 2009 American documentary film “The Cove” was awarded the Academy Award for Best Documentary Feature in 2010.  The film analyzes and questions the dolphin hunting operations in Taiji(太地), Wakayama, Japan.  The film was made as a call to action to halt mass dolphin kills and captures, and change Japanese fishing practices.  ④It also aimed to inform and educate the public about captivity and the increasing hazard of mercury poisoning from consuming dolphin meat.
