Why did Israel and Iran start a war?

On June 13, Israel bombed several military sites in Iran. Iran answered by firing missiles at Israel.
Many people died in both countries. This is the biggest war between the two countries so far.

They don’t share a border. Then, why are they enemies? There are three main reasons:

First, the Iranian Revolution (1979). Before the revolution, Iran and Israel were friends. But after
the revolution, Iran became an Islamic country and stopped being friends with Israel. Iran said, “Israel
1s not a real country.”

Second, the city of Jerusalem. It is a holy city for Jews, Christians, and Muslims. But Israel says
it 1s their capital. Most of the Israeli people are Jews, and most of the Iranian people are Muslims. Iran
believes Israel took the holy city, and this made Iran angry.

Third, Iran supports Israel’s enemies. Iran gives money or weapons to groups like Hezbollah and
Hamas. These groups have often attacked Israel. So Israel sees Iran as a big danger.

@ On June 18, U.S. President Trump talked with Russian President Putin. Putin wanted to help stop
the war. But Trump said, “End your war in Ukraine first. Worry about the Middle East later.”
However, after a few days, the U.S. decided to support Israel. On June 21, President Donald Trump
said, “The U.S. attacked Iran’s nuclear sites, and the attacks were successful.” The U.S. and Israel have

strong ties.
